MtP’s Artist of the Month:
Christian Borkey!

Christian Borkey is a hobbyist comedian and info-tainer
in the She

collaborating with people

Chicago area. derives pleasure from

she loves and admires,

making all her endeavors full of passion. Christian
studied at the Second City Conservatory for a short stint
while attending DePaul University and was afforded the
opportunity to put up a free show. Little did she know it
would sell out both nights.

When asked what makes her the artist she is today,
Christian shares, “I've always been the class clown, the
personality hire, whatever you want to call it... but I'm
also insane and will commit hardcore to fabulous
ideas.”

Nowadays, she is the manager at the Lincoln Lodge,
(P.K.A. Under The Gun), and loves her job as a non-profit
organizer and leader. She shares with us, “lI've had
office jobs before and they f—ing blow. | like that my
job is: ‘every toilet in the building is clogged at once,
what do you do?”

As manager and producer at the Lincoln Lodge, part of
her job is coming up with shows to book, and this
responsibility spawned the idea of Lincoln Lodge’s most
successful monthly show, Lesbian Lodge. Of the Lesbian
Lodge production team, Christian has the largest hand
in booking lesbian comics from all across Chicago to
perform in Lesbian Lodge, but her talents go beyond, as
you can often find her in the tech booth during the

show or setting up the space beforehand.
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Christian prides herself on her densely-researched
podcast entitled Busted Business Bureau, (available
on Spotify), in which she shares with her guests the
dirty and specific details of big business no-no’s, with
a focus this year on private military contracting. BBB
is a research-based comedy podcast for listeners who
enjoy a good info-dump. Christian researches, writes,
and hosts each episode, where she dissects and
provides commentary on real instances of white collar
true crime. "It sorta clicked into place. I've been
performing for many years, and | know my point of
view. That's why the product came out kind of
complete looking, because I've spent years and years
and years honing my perspective.” There are a lot of
cases that deal with heavy subjects and an
unmistakable lack of empathy from corporations.

“I remind myself this is a comedy podcast, not
journalism ... (Journalists) did all the hard work first.
My job is now to spin that in an accessible and
entertaining way.”

Last, and far from least, is Christian and Christian
Dueling Pianos, in which she plays alongside Christian
McCann, on their transportable keyboards. The
audience is encouraged to heckle, submit song
requests, sing, and most assuredly, laugh.

Currently on hiatus with vocal nodules, Christian can
still be found at the Lincoln Lodge where she is

gearing up for the next Lesbian Lodge on March 24th.
